Since industrial sector shows Logistics as a key role in Thailand, The Thai National Shippers’ Council (TNSC) set up Logistics Qualification System Program (LQSP) with the objective of developing a potential of human resources in logistics functions and advancing efforts in logistics improvement. The LQSP is a qualification program for developing logistics experts created by using the Certified Logistics Master Course implemented by the Japan Institute of Logistics Systems (JILS) as a model, adapted to suit the industrial environment in Thailand. Over the past six years, the LQSP has turned out 177 certified professionals. They had a part in activities of logistics improvement in classroom and utilized useful knowledge into their careers.





A time for case study presentation is a great activity that shows what participants learn from the course and they can share their experience and idea to solve problems the case. From this situation, in January 2013 TNSC and JILS will hold the first round of Logistics Improvement Lectures in Bangkok, Thailand.  





Aside from the introduction of case examples in Logistics Improvement activities implemented by LQSP-certified professionals, the lectures will put the spotlight on the green logistics both Thailand and Japan, as well as on various points for logistics improvement and Logistics Development in the future.
